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Recommendations for religious ceremonies
The following recommendations are for religious ceremonies, rites and services in order toprevent the spread of COVID-19 virus.
• Religious ceremonies and rites are allowed to carry out their activity provided they possess any of the following evidence:

· Certificate of vaccination with at least two doses or one dose of Janssen vaccine against COVID-19;

· Persons with medical evidence from a specialist in the relevant field that they have contraindications and are exempt from vaccination, must have a negative RT-PCR test for COVID 19 not older than one week

 in order to be allowed to enter the enclosed spaces, in accordance with the relevant guide, except for participants under the age of 16.
The organizer is obliged to provide :
· A physical distance of 1 meter between persons  and checking the relevant evidence, in order to allow them to enter the enclosed spaces, in accordance with the relevant guide
· Provide alcohol-based disinfectants 60-70% which should be accessible to all participants.

· Place at the entrance and visible spaces signs of the rules of conduct for protection from COVID-19 and the sign prohibiting entry to the building without a mask and respecting the distance of 1 meter.

· Clean and disinfect the premises where religious ceremonies or rites are held

· Ventilate the spaces where religious ceremonies or rites are held.

· Implements regular cleaning and disinfection of sanitary facilities.

· Changes the layout of the seats or the availability of the seats so that people can maintain distance of at least 1meter .

· Create a convenient and flexible schedule in order to limit the number of participants (eg shift schedule or virtual work).
Funeral Ceremony 
· Funerals are allowed, ensuring that participants maintain a physical distance of one (1) meter from each other.

Workshop recommendations
The following recommendations are for the organization of workshops, meetings, seminars and

simila in order to prevent the spread of COVID-19 virus.

Host of workshops, meetings, seminars is responsible for taking the following measures:
Indoor gatherings are allowed (workshops, meetings, seminars, trainings or other gatherings). In addition to those under the age of 16, participants are required to possess any of the following evidence:

· Certificate of vaccination with at least two doses or one dose of Janssen vaccine against COVID-19;

· Persons with medical evidence from a specialist in the relevant field that they have contraindications and are exempt from vaccination, must have a negative RT-PCR test for COVID 19 not older than one week,
in order to be allowed to enter these premises, as well as the organizer is obliged to provide a physical distance of one (1) meter between persons and check the relevant evidence.
The organizer is required to:

· Provide a physical distance of one (1) meter between persons and control of above evidence 
· Provide disinfectants which contain 60 - 70% alcohol which should be accessible to all participants.
· Place at the entrance and visible spaces signs of the rules of conduct for protection             from COVID-19, such as  prohibiting entry into the building without a mask and 
· respecting the distance 1 meter.
· Clean and disinfect the spaces where various meetings are held on a daily basis and after each meeting. 
· Meeting room/area should be ventilated before and after each meeting. 
· Practice regular cleaning and disinfection of sanitary appliances.
· Posters with information on hand-washing and hand hygiene should be placed on the walls of the premises and in the toilets and they should be visible.
· Use multiple entrances and exits and discourage crowded waiting area, whenever possible.
· Change the layout of the seats or the availability of the seats so that people can be at least 1 meter away from each other.
· Hosts should create convenient schedules and be flexible in order to limit the number of participants (e.g. shift schedule or virtual work).
Recommendations for cultural activities 
In order to prevent the spread of the COVID-19 virus, the following recommendations are for the organization of cultural activities.
The host of cultural activities is responsible for taking the following measures.
Cultural activities:

Gatherings and cultural events are allowed, outdoors. The organizer is obliged to ensure compliance with the measures, including maintaining a physical distance of 1 meter between persons and presenting any of the above evidence:

· Certificate of vaccination with at least two doses or one dose of Janssen vaccine against COVID-19;

· Persons with medical evidence from a specialist in the relevant field that they have contraindications and are exempt from vaccination, must have a negative RT-PCR test for COVID 19 not older than one week,
except participants under 16 years of age.
Theaters, libraries, etc .:

· Libraries, museums, cinemas, theaters, youth centers, cultural centers with groups or other similar institutions subordinate to the MCYS or Municipalities, are allowed to work according to the space / surfaces of the respective facilities. It is recommended to wear a mask and a physical distance of one (1) meter between persons.

· Users of activities must possess any of the following evidence:

· Certificate of vaccination with at least two doses or one dose of Janssen vaccine against COVID-19;

· Persons with medical evidence from a specialist in the relevant field that they have contraindications and are exempt from vaccination, must have a negative RT-PCR test for COVID 19 not older than one week;

            in order to be allowed to enter the facility, except for those under 16 years of age.
· One or more responsible persons should be appointed by decision who will control the  possession of any of the mentioned evidences.
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
